Corporal; C/9th Cav. 

 

Born in Madison County,VA, in 1855; resided 
in Prince Georges County, MD, and employed 
as laborer when he enlisted in 1872; received 
Medal of Honor for bravery against Apaches in 
the Florida mountains, New Mexio, in January 
1877; reenlisted in H/9th Cavalry, Nov 1877; 
after fifteen years in 9th Cavalry, transferred to 
Colored Detrachment, Columbus Barracks, OH, 
served five years; married Bertha Williams of 
Appomattox Court House, VA; left Army in 
1893; worked as civilian for Quartermaster 
Department at Colunbus Barracks until death in 
1906; widdow supported herself by doing 
housework until she died in 1936.   
 

BURR NEAL 
Private; E/10th Cav. 

 
Private, contributed $1 of $3.25 sent by men of 
A/10th Cavalry to Richmond Planet for defense 
fund of three black women accused of murder, 
Lumenburg Co.;VA’ Sept 1895...Showed “great 
gallantry” before Santiago, Cuba 24 Jun 1898;

RULES OF THE ROAD FOR GROUP RIDERS 
 

The Buffalo Soldiers Motorcycle Club of Central Maryland like other motorcycle clubs, coordinates  group rides. 
To ensure an enjoyable and safe riding experience, below are some tips and hand signals recommended by the 
Motorcycle Safety Foundation (MSF) for which the Buffalo Soldiers Motorcycle Club of Central Maryland uses 
during their group rides. As a note, the side-by-side group riding formation may be used during special events; 
increased diligence should be used due to the decreased riding distance (cushion).   
 

 
Arrive prepared. Arrive on time with a full gas tank. 
 
Hold a riders’ meeting. Discuss things like the route, rest and fuel stops, and 
hand signals (see diagrams on next page). Assign a lead and sweep (tail) rider. 

Both should be experienced riders who are well-versed in group riding procedures. The leader should assess eve-
ryone’s riding skills and the group’s riding style. 
 
Ride prepared. At least one rider in each group should pack a cell phone, first-aid kit, and full tool kit, so the 
group is prepared for any problem that they might encounter. 
 
Ride in formation. The staggered riding formation (see diagram below) allows a proper space cushion between 
motorcycles so that each rider has enough time and space to maneuver and to react to hazards. The leader rides in 
the left third of the lane, while the next rider stays at least one second behind in the right third of the lane; the rest 
of the group follows the same pattern. A single-file formation is preferred on a curvy road, under conditions of 
poor visibility or poor road surfaces, entering/leaving highways, or other situations where an increased space 
cushion or maneuvering room is needed. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Periodically check the riders following in your rear view mirror. If you see a rider falling behind, slow down 
so they may catch up. If all the riders in the group use this technique, the group should be able to maintain a fairly 
steady speed without pressure to ride too fast to catch up. 
 
If you’re separated from the group, don’t panic. Your group should have a pre-planned procedure in place to 
regroup. Don’t break the law or ride beyond your skills to catch up.
