Giving the Bounce to Counterfeit Check Scams

April 3, 1944, the U.S. Supreme Court, in
Smith v. Allwright, ruled that the white pri-
mary that excluded blacks from voting in the
south was in violation of the constitution.
The decision paved the way for blacks to
participate in Southern politics for the first
time since Reconstruction. '

It’s your lucky day! You just won a foreign lot-
tery! The letter says so. And the cashier’s check to
cover the taxes and fees is included. All you have
to do to get your winnings is deposit the check
and wire the money to the sender to pay the taxes
and fees. You’re guaranteed that when they get
your payment, you’ll get your prize.

There’s just one catch: this is a scam. The check is
no good, even though it appears to be a legitimate
cashier’s check. The lottery angle is a trick to get
you to wire money to someone you don’t know. If
you were to deposit the check and wire the
money, your bank would soon learn that the check
was a fake. And you’re out the money because the
money you wired can’t be retrieved, and you’re
responsible for the checks you deposit — even
though you don’t know they’re fake. This is just
one example of a counterfeit check scam that
could leave you scratching your head. The Federal
